Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 

 What if for 12 days, Jesus was to become you?  What if 
for 288 hours, Jesus took on your schedule, ate what you ate, 
slept where you slept?   Your general circumstances would all 
remain the same… you would have the same outward        
appearance, the same hair style, skin tone, flaws and best 
features ~ the same illness ~ the same strengths and weak-
nesses ~ your problems would still be there (some only for a 
short time, of course) ~ the only thing that would be different 
would be that Jesus had become you. What if for 12 days and 
12 nights Jesus lives your life with His heart? 
 

 On July 12, six of our young people were given these 
questions to ponder as they ventured to the southwest on a 
mission of love.  For 12 days and nights, the team was     
challenged to allow their words and actions to be filtered 
through our Savior’s heart.  Through this process, we were 
able to experience the reality that a changed heart changes 
our entire being and, in turn, changes the world around us.  
When we live with the heart of Christ His joy is our joy, and 
what breaks His heart breaks ours.  Living with the heart of 
Jesus allows us to see the Creator in all of creation and gives 
us a supernatural strength to overcome obstacles that stand 
in the way of reaching out with love. 
 

 There are so many wonderful things to share with you 
about the 2010 mission trip, but I am going to leave a major-
ity of the “stories to be told” to our young people who are 
preparing reflections to be shared with you in the bulletin at 
the end of August.  I would, however, like to describe for you 
just a few of the places that I saw Christ’s heart beating 
strongly during our trip: 
· In a team member's handshake for each homeless 

and street person as they left the soup kitchen at   
Andre House 

· In the gracious, “thank yous” for a simple piece of 
candy as people left the dining area for another hot 
night on the streets 

· In cases of cool water given to the people who have 
no home 

·  In the joy of a man who realized that he could take a 
shower in a freshly cleaned shower AND he didn’t 
have to share the shower with someone else 

· In the excitement over personal deodorant that didn’t 
need to be shared or returned 

· In the tears of a man calling family for the first time in 
a long time 

· In the gratitude of a man recently released from 
prison for the work boots that were the only thing 
that was preventing him from taking a job 

· In the smile of a woman as she packed her clean and 
neatly folded clothes in a dirty shopping bag 

· In scrubbing and scrubbing and even more scrubbing 
of bathrooms, floors, tables and dishes 

· In the holding, calming words and caressing of a sick 
kitty at Best Friends 

· In sweaty poop scooping in the pastures of previously 
abused, abandoned and neglected horses 

· In wet noses and warm kisses from dogs who had 
come from bad situations and had been deemed   
expendable at one time 

· In a staff person at Best Friends words, “There is 
something different about your group. I have never 
seen a group work so hard and yet have such a calm-
ing effect on the animals.” 

   
 In closing, I would really like to thank all of you for your 
prayers and support of our youth mission trip.  It truly was a 
life changing, faith strengthening experience for all of us.

 The phrase “out of sight, out of mind” often applies to 
inactive Catholics. Parish ministries normally revolve around 
those Catholics who are visible and active, or who seek help 
in some form. Formation of children in religious education 
programs or Catholic schools is a priority because they are 
visible and they need to grow in their faith. 
 Since inactive Catholics rarely participate in the parish, 
and usually do not present immediate demands for service 
or attention, they may end up near the bottom of the parish 
priority list. As a result, the parish may never get around to 
inviting them. To prevent this unfortunate situation from 
happening, ministry to inactive Catholics needs to be a      
constant and integral part of parish life. Active Catholic     
parishioners need to examine their motivation about        
extending invitations to inactive Catholics  
 And when you bring people to Mass, please introduce 
them to staff and to other parishioners.  In an effort to share 
the warmth and welcome of our Rush Henrietta Catholic 
Community, we count on every one to reach out to each 
other and to newcomers — it’s evangelization at its finest!
