We are all mysteries, even to ourselves. God alone
knows us through and through; and yet, loves us as we are.

| was born in the Southern Tier at Watkins Glen. I'm a
twin. My older brother, Richard, has been my companion on
the journey of faith. This has been a blessing and a challenge,
because he is keener and smarter than .

Our parents always treated us equally. What one had,
the other also had. How can | explain our twin vocations to
priesthood, except to say that we were twins by birth, twins
by Baptism and twins by Ordination!

We were taught in high school by Polish Franciscan
Friars at Padua and were much impressed by their faith and
dedication. Our pastor, Fr. Ben Ehmann, had a significant part
in our formation. Other parish priests who guided us were Fr.
Gene Sweeney and Fr. Joe Hogan.

The greatest spiritual influence on us both was the
devout lives of faith and practice we witnessed in our grand-
parents and parents. Without their prayers and example, we
would not have been led to pursue a priestly calling.

We both attended St. Andrew's and St. Bernard's Semi-
nary in Rochester and were ordained by Bishop Fulton J.

Southside, City of Rochester, Scottsville, Greece, Webster,
Fairport, East Rochester, and now Rush Henrietta Catholic
Community. | also was chaplain at Monroe Community Hospi-
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tal. | have been happy in all of my assignments, and God's
people can't seem to do enough for us priests.

Every faith community to whom | have ministered has
enhanced my spiritual growth and given me new insights
into Christ, present in each of them. They are the Body of
Christ, and they are proof that Christ is alive in his church.

They have shared their gifts of grace with me, as | share
my gifts with them. I'm a better priest today because | have
met all of them and tried to serve them, bringing them closer
to Christ and his church. | hope and pray that they will come
to love the church as | have learned to do, with all its divine
beauty and human imperfections.
