Is it possible that Labor Day is here already?  The summer 
really did fly by, at least it seemed so to me. Usually, summer 
is a time for rest and relaxation – a time to reflect on the 
school year gone by and a chance to gear up for the next 
school year with wonder and excitement.  This summer has 
been a time of “oops,” a time of change, and a time of      
patient (although not always on my part, I must admit)     
listening. We are still in process as a cluster, and I’ve been 
told that there are many rumors and misconceptions “out 
there!” And I’m sensing that people are feeling unsettled 
with the transition. 
  
Just after I had been appointed as the Pastoral Administrator 
for the cluster, I asked the “Transition Team” and those    
individuals who make up our Cluster Pastoral Council if we 
should start with listening sessions right away in the        
summer.  These sessions would allow people to get to know 
me better and vice versa.  I was advised to wait until the Fall.  
So, with Fall approaching, we will begin these sessions at the 
end of September and continue probably  until Thanksgiving.   
 

The pastoral council meets on September 13th , so after that 
we will publish all the dates, times, and places for these    
sessions. The first ones will be held at Good Shepherd on 
Wednesday, September 29th, from 7:00-8:00 PM and Sunday, 
October 5th, from 4:00-5:00 PM.  A place at Good Shepherd 
has not yet been determined. Watch the bulletin for more 
information about these meetings.   
 

We are trying our best to keep communication open and to 
be available when people need us. We realize that we can’t 
be all things to all people – although I have to stay the staff is 
trying really hard!  Members of the staff have been at most 
of masses – especially when I can not be or when we have 
had visiting priests. They are the pastoral presence that the 
pastoral council asked us to maintain.  Our deacons have also 
been around at each parish. 
 

I have been asked if the staff could rotate mass times and 
worship sites so that people could get to know everyone  
better, and we will do that after the first of the year.     
 

If you have any questions or concerns, I invite you to call me 
(585-281-3353) or e-mail me (Bswiecki@dor.org). I am     
always happy to sit down and chat — just call and set up an 
appointment.  I have heard that people say to me “Oh, 
you’re too busy,”  or “I didn’t want to bother you.”   Believe 
me, it is no bother. What does bother me is when people 
just talk amongst themselves and rumors spread.    
 

Please – come and talk to me if you have a problem!  Please 
come and talk to me if you have questions about why some-
thing was done in a particular way.  Please come and talk to 
me if you have ideas how we can make our cluster a success-
ful cluster – where people are  happy to be at Mass – where 
friends can gather for Eucharist.   
 

I have received a few letters that have been unsigned.  I can-
not answer an unsigned letter. So please, if you have        
concerns, let me know who you are.  It is much more helpful 
for me to respond to you personally.   
 

September is a time when the cluster will come to life.  We 
will be beginning Faith Formation, regular RHYM meetings, 
the RCIA, and the Spiritual Exercises of Ignatius.  There are 
many new and exciting things that will be coming.  I urge you 
to read the bulletin each week for invitations to join new 
committees, to minister at the Masses that you are now   
attending, and to participate in Bible Studies, women’s 
groups and many other wonderful things that are happening 
in our cluster. 
 

I am looking forward to our future.  I hope that you join me 
with hope and gracious hospitality.    Have a great week.

      On Labor Day, we honor the 
worker and the role of labor in the 
social and economic development of 
our country. What does the church 
say about labor? 
      Labor has been the cornerstone 
of the social justice teaching of the 
church. At the very beginning of the 
labor movement, Pope Leo XIII wrote 
an encyclical letter called Rerum   
Novarum, in which he discusses the 
right to private property and the 

rights of workers. It was seen for many years as a master-
piece of work, bringing traditional Catholic teaching to the 
new problems that the Industrial Revolution brought to the 
workplace. In fact, this document was so significant that later 
popes issued encyclicals on its anniversary: Pope Pius XI 
wrote Quadragesimo Anno and John XXIII, Pacem in Terris. 
Paul VI issued Octagesima Adveniens while John Paul II wrote 
Centesimus Annus. Pope Benedict XVI added his voice with 
Caritas in Veritate. 
 These documents all furthered the teaching of the church 
concerning the dignity of workers, the right to a fair wage, 
the importance of housing, and the need to take care of 
those who were in need. In 1967, Pope Paul VI wrote in 
Populorum Progressio that work "is something willed and 
approved by God." God gave people intelligence, sensitivity 
and the power of thought-tools with which to finish and per-
fect the work God began. Every worker is, to some extent, a 
creator-whether artist, craftsman, executive, laborer or 
farmer (#24-25).
